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This paper presents some of the work of the EU WWAAC (World Wide

Augmentative and Alternative Communication) project, wich aims to make

the electronic highway more accessible to people with cognitive and

communication impairments, in paricular those using symbols instead of

text to communicate.   The paper describes the approach followed in the

project in developing an adapted web browser tailored to the needs of

the AAC community, and also provides an overview of the additional

developments taking place in the project to specifically support

symbol-based users in accessing Internet-based services. The development

of a concept coding scheme to facilitate communication between symbol

users is outlined, along with the project's contributions to the

development of WWW accessibility guidelines.
